Parampita Paramatma ShivBaba Yaad Hai?

Baba’s clarification of murli 6.04.00

The song: “Aj nahi to kal bikhre ge badal, Oh raat ke bhule hui musafir, subah hui ghar chal aag ghar chal.” 

If not today, tomorrow these clouds will disperse, traveller of the night, morning is about to come, let us go home.

Who is giving this direction to the children? The unlimited father whom the children do not remember by being completely loyal. The children should be that faithful that should feel “mere to ek Baba, dusra na koi” (for me is only one father and no one else). The father is saying, children we have to go home now. He calls those who are Brahma mukhvanshavali Brahmins (mouth born progeny of Brahma) the real children. Are Brahma Kumaris not mouth born progeny? The father will only call them the children who are Brahma mouth born children. Where there is a mouth of Brahma then there should be those who agree and follow the directions which come out of the Brahma’s mouth, these are the Brahma mouth born progeny. Where there is a mouth of Brahma then there should be those who agree and follow the directions which come out of Brahma mouth. These are Brahma mukhvanshavali Brahmins. These children have become his (unki) children. The word unki (of that one) has been used and when the word inki (of this one) is used, it is for the one sitting next to you. Unki means that one. Baba said the children have become unki santan (progeny of that one). When this murli was spoken first Shiv joti bindu was sitting in Brahma’s body next to him. Whilst Brahma’s soul was sitting next to Shiv still the word unki (of that one) was used because this definitely was a signal for the future part that was to be played, the part of the father. The part of the father from whom the inheritance used to be taken. When he is heavenly God Father he has to give the inheritance of happiness of heaven. It is for this father that it was said that the children do not become loyal to him and do not remember him. Mere to ek ShivBaba dusra na koi. The father sits down and explains when the new world has to be created then the souls of the old world have to go home. Now at least you children know the father and the shrimat, but some do not remember him because of body consciousness. Where there is body consciousness there can be no remembrance. When you are soul conscious then you will be able to remember the nirakari Bap. The father never becomes body conscious himself. He is nirakari, nirvikari and nirahankari (incorporeal, vice-less and ego-less). Those children, who stay in body consciousness, they stay in remembrance of bodily beings, they do stay pure, they cannot remember the Father. Brahmins are the Godly family, they are Brahma mukhvanshavali. The father is called the creator father. In the scriptures of bhakti there is song and parries for this creator father. The song and praise s for Prajapita Brahma out of whose mouth the world was created. The progeny is created through the lotus mouth of Brahma. The medium to create the family is the lotus mouth of Brahma (Brahma mukh kamal). When there is lotus mouth of Brahma, then there is the family of Brahmins. If there is no lotus mouth of Brahma, then there can be no Brahmin children. You need Brahma for sure. That is why it has been said in the murli if this Brahma goes away, will the new world not be created then? The answer given was, if this Brahma goes away, then whichever body I enter has to be named Brahma again. So the children are created through the lotus mouth of Brahma. You children know now that we have been born from the Brahma’s lotus mouth, we are mukhvanshavali Brahmins and are the Godly family. Only those who stay pure can be called Brahmins. One are mukhvanshavali , the mouth born progeny and the ones who do not listen to the directions coming out of Brahma’s mouth are half-caste Brahmins. You are the children born out of Brahma’s mouth and you are the Brahmins who stay pure. Everything is based on purity. This world of today is called dirty, impure world (apavitra and patit duniya). The pure world of Brahmins is created through Brahma. Brahmins are numberwise pure. The ones who make a pledge of purity are called true Brahmins. To make a pledge means to promise to remain pure. Some stay pure and some stay just a little pure. The ones who make the pledge of purity are the real Brahmins. How many are there? In reality the ones who make a pledge to remain pure properly are only 16 108 Brahmins. This is the royal family that gets ready. The Father comes and teaches Raja Yoga, he does not teach praja yoga. Raja Yoga is the one which is full of secrets (raz). Raja Yoga teaches you to stay pure and detached with your intellect like a lotus flower whilst living in the mud and dirt of the household. You children are the ones who learn this Raja Yoga which is taught by Paramatma Bap who stays on household path (pavritti marg) to teach you. Now you have become that one’s (unke) children, not inke (this one’s children). First the Gita was spoken through the mouth of Brahma, that part was just to listen to the gyan of Gita and the other is to imbibe it in your life, with that you can reach the stage of being a complete Brahmin. Only a sampuran Brahmin can become a sampuran Devta. Sampuran Brahmin means pure stage of brother and sister, no more body consciousness. This world is very impure, the human beings in it, who are impure, do not understand the meaning of purity. Kaliyuga is the patit duniya (impure world) and satyuga is pavan duniya (pure world). They do not even know this much. Some even say that in satyuga and tretayuga there were impure human beings because it is written in the scriptures. Satyuga and tretayuga is pure world (pavan duniya). There can be no one patit in there, this concerns shooting period. During the shooting period of satyuga and tretayuga there are souls who are numberwise pure and there are also souls who are numberwise impure. Everything in the scriptures is the memory of sangamyuga. In reality in satyuga and tretayuga there are no asurs (devils) and no impure souls. They say that Ram’s Sita was stolen, that this happened and that happened, they keep on defaming the pure world. As is the vision so is the perception. If there are impure human beings in the pure world then did father create the impure world? As is the creator so is his creation. The father is ever-pure so his creation has to be ever-pure too, but people who have impure vision (patit drishti), they see the father also as patit. They think that as they get coloured by the company and become impure in the same way the father also must get coloured by the company. This can not be possible. All the elevated souls of the world like Abraham, Buddha, Christ, Guru Nanak and Vivekanand and also Ram and Krishna come into the company, get coloured by the company and become impure. There is only one Supreme Soul Father, although he comes into the impure body and he comes into contact through the organs of the body, yet he does not become impure himself. There is a remembrance of him in the temples in every village and every town. The temple of the Shivling is the strong remembrance of household path. He is worthy of worship whilst being in the company of impure beings. Shiv is worshipped the most, compared to other Devtas, Shiva is the one who is worshipped the most. The basis of worship is purity. The one who imbibed the most purity in his practical life is worshipped the most and the remembrance of him is in the temples. Purity is the reason for becoming worthy of worship. It has been said in the avyakt vani, the organs which remained pure while doing karmas get worshipped. Shiva is worshipped through the image of Shivling. Everyone can become pure by running away from their household and family path. Sanyasis are champions in that. They leave the household and become pure as simple as that. This is not a great thing but you should be such that whilst living in the dirt of household the buddhi should be completely detached and stay above it all. Not e trace of the colour of the company. The stage above and away from the pleasures of the organs, that can be called the stage of atti indrya sukh (happiness beyond all the organs). The ones with an impure vision go into the temples of Devtas and go chi chi (dirty) and close their eyes. They think the statues are of the impure. As the vision so is the perception.

Within the temple of Jagarnath there is a temple of surya (sun). There are many statues there which may be dirty to look at and he ones who look at them with dirty eyes do not realise that even the government has no power to remove them from there. If on the roadside someone plasters dirty pictures the government puts an end to it, it can take action against that but does anyone have power to remove those statues form the temple of Jagarnath? They do not have the power to do so because there is reality in those statues. The reality is that they might look to be vikari (sinful) but they are not vikari. Vikari means impure, patit. Patit means the one whose power of mind, intellect and body falls down. The male and female have sexual power in them, if these powers go downwards it means the y are impure. If that power does not go down that is not impurity. The saying is “jaisi drishti vaisi srishti” (as the vision so is the world), they see the father also in an impure form. If there are impure human beings in the pure world then did the father create impure world? Bap only establishes the pure world (pavan duniya). There is a song “Patit-pavan come, come and make this world pavan again, come and make Bharat pavan again.” Why have they been singing for Patit-pavan to come? The song is about Patit-pavan coming because he comes into a patit body but the one who comes is pavan. The body is patit and ordinary, but the actions performed through it are extraordinary. He comes into patit but the one who comes is pavan that is why it is called Patit-pavan. He then comes into the company of patits. By bringing them close into his company he makes them pavan, that is another reason why he is called Patit-pavan. They never sing please come to make us listen to he gyan. What is the aim and object for calling him? To make the patits into pavan. What did he do by coming into Brahma’s body? Did he only speak the gyan or did he make impure into pure devtas? No one became devta because this is a double machinery. First  the shudras have to be made into Brahmins and than the Brahmins have to be made to study and taught Raja Yoga to make them into devtas, this is the second machinery. It is sung Patit-pavan, come and come here and purify us. It is not sung, Patit-pavan come, make us listen to the gyan, and then go back we will keep on making efforts by remembering the bindu and become pavan. No one can become pavan like that. How did we become patit? The way we became patit now, we have to become pavan also. We became patit by getting coloured in the company of many in practical (physical). Souls of different religions like Abraham, Buddha and Christ, fathers of the different religions and many followers of them came on this earth in great numbers and these souls do not know the tradition of heaven. They do not know what sort of traditions are in swarg, how the children are produced with produced there, they do not know that it is an avyabhichari (uncorrupted) world there. The ones who do not know can not have faith in the uncorrupted world, they have to spread vyabhichar (corruption). They will spread corruption through vision, consciousness and organs (drishti, vritti, indrya). The devta souls slowly started coming into he company of such souls. The first devta souls to come into their company were he ones who take less births. Like the second Narayan, third Narayan, fourth Narayan etc. Their followers also because the ones who take less births have their own accounts. The celestial arts of ones, who have less births, are also less and the soul will have less powers, they are not the ones, who play the all-round part. These souls are not the ones who take the direct inheritance from the father. They will have a human guru as their medium. They are not direct Prajapita Brahma mouth born progeny (mukhvanshavali atma). They are not the ones who are born directly from the mouth of Prajapita Brahma. Those who remain weak in the studies, those souls started being converted slowly into other religions from copper age onwards. So within Bharat lots and lots of souls got converted and in the end the ones who were strong (pakka) in their religion, the ones who take full 84 births, their population became very less. At that time in the world there were more vyabhihari human beings that the handful who remained. This handful too becomes impure at the end of kaliyuga. These few souls become even more impure than the others at the end of kaliyuga. Who are the ones who find the Paramatma Bap in the end? Is it the patits or pavan? Paramatma Bap comes and uplifts the patits who are lying in the dirt and mud of the household and makes the pavan. He comes and mainly makes Bharat pavan again. Bad actions (vikarm) are destroyed through remembrance (yaad), but remembrance of who? Which form (swarup) is it that by remembering who the bad actions are destroyed? Not by remembering religious fathers (dharm pita). By remembrance of the father only but there are two fathers. One is the father of souls and the other one is the father of the human beings. By remembering which father do the vikarms get destroyed? Can the vikarms be destroyed by just remembering the bindu who is the father of the souls only? No, because bindu Bap us the father of souls but the father of souls can not be called being of household path (pravritti). He is nivritti on his own. The sharir and atma (body and soul) have a pravritti of their together. Without the soul the sharir cannot do anything and without the sharir the atma cannot do anything. There has to be a practical act through which the Supreme Soul has to be proved ever pure. When can this be proved? When he comes in a practical corporeal body (sakar). Then there can be a remembrance of him in this world, only when he comes into a sakar body and colours you in his sakar company can there be a remembrance. It is said in murli, you are all Parvatis, you are all Sitas, you are all Draupadis, how can everyone be these? Surely you should all be numberwise at this. Everyone cannot be 100% Parvati. Parvati means the one who takes others across. Everyone cannot be fully responsible for taking Bharat across. Some will become full helpers and become partners, and the others will be partners for a little while. That is why there are numbers. The number of Gops and Gopis is sixteen thousand. The victorious jewels who can take inheritance, their number is hundred and eight, the main special helping hands are thousand only and the ones who take scholarship are only eight in number. Amongst all these is a Maharani who becomes Radha and she is only one. It is never said you are all Radhas. The one who gives 100% co-operation is only one. The rest all come into the list of numberwise because the account of everyone for sixty-three births is different. There are some souls for whom it is “mere to ek Baba dusra na koi.” Throughout the period of sangamyug from the day they started the gyan to the end their stage of buddhi remains such that mera to ek Bap dusra na koi, there is no on else except Baba who can take the boat of my across. The rest form a percentage in this. Baba says come and make mainly Bharat pavan and also the rest of the world. Brahma Kumar and Kumaris is the name given to those who try to remain pure. The patits can not be called Brahmin or Brahmini or BK. Those patit are kukhvanshavali, born out of the lap not out of the mouth. Kokh (kukh) means lap, these are the ones who love the lap of Brahma. These ones who love the lap, love the body because lap means also body. They keep remembering the body. They are pulled by the attraction of the body. Many become the children of Brahma, some stayed in the attraction of the lap yet few were gyaniitu souls and are still there who did not remember the lap of Brahma. They did not get attracted by the beautiful face and the attractive body and personality of Brahma, they remember the vaani that came out of his mouth. The Brahmins are of two types, the ones who remember Brahma’s body, the ones who remember Brahma’s body will definitely go against shrimat. The first shrimat said in the murli is do not keep the picture of Brahma, if you keep  the picture of Brahma, you will become patit but the ones who keep on remembering his body and his lap will definitely keep his picture because Brahma has become their support and they are the kukhvanshavali Brahmins, they are the vanshavali of the lap (godh). When they came on this path their base was Brahma’s beautiful face and attractive personality. Gyan was not the reason for them to come on this path, they were not pulled by the attraction of gyan. The ones who got pulled by the attraction of gyan are mukhvanshavali. Brahmins never go into vikar (sex lust).

Brahmins never go into vikar. The one who goes into vikar is called shudra. You become the children of God in order to take the share of the heavenly kingdom from God himself. You have to do purusharth in order to become nar se Narayan, not nar se prince. The song and praise is for becoming nar se Narayan direct. What do the souls of Brahma and Saraswati become? They become nar se prince and nari se princess. Our aim and object is to become nar se Narayan and nari se Lakshmi and it is not to become nar se prince and nari se princess. Our aim and object is not to give up the body and then take a birth in satyug in some rajya or maharajya household. The ones who take a birth in these rajyas and maharajyas’ households will get the inheritance from the devtas, not direct from Bhagwan. There is a lot of difference between the ones who take the inheritance from devtas and the ones who take the inheritance from Bhagwan. If you come into the clan of Chandravanshi you do not become Narayan. The name Suryavanshi is from where raja Raghu was, that is why Suryavanshis are also called Raghuvanshis. In the scriptures it is written that Ram Chandra was Raghuvanshi. Raja Raghu’s name is famous, there must have been a raja who was Raghu. In the same way there must be a Surya after whom the Suryavanshis are named. In the scriptures all the names are given for the tasks which are performed. Suryavanshi starts from the Surya. Surya is the one who spreads the light all around. Surya gives the light to everyone and never takes light from anyone. There is a partdhari (actor), who does not take knowledge about 84 births from any other soul but is the one who gives this knowledge to others. No one can teach him this study. He will be Supreme Bap, Supreme Teacher and Supreme Guru. No one can teach him anything. He is the one who is Surya. The ones who takes birth into his family are called Suryavanshis. Chandrama (moon) takes the light from the Surya. The light is of gyan. Brahma is gyan chandrama (moon of knowledge). Brahma has been referred to as gyan chandrama in the murlis. When he has been given the title of gyan chandrama then there surely must be a Surya (sun) from whom he took the light of gyan in the beginning of the yagya. He imbibed this light of gyan from the Surya. In the beginning of the yagya Brahma Baba had visions. He could not understand the meaning of these visions. The one who made him understand the meaning behind these visions was somebody else. The gyan did not take birth in Brahma’s intellect in Sindh Hyderabad. In Sindh Hyderabad he only had visions. He went to Varanasi to the gurus but even the gurus could not tell hi the meaning of the visions. He had to go to East Bengal, to Calcutta, where he had a shop. That is why in the avyakt vaani it has been said: from where did you find this chariot? From East Bengal. So East Bengal is the remembrance of the place where the seeds of gyan were sown first. That is the first time the gyan Surya (sun of knowledge) is revealed. The sun always rises in the east. Throughout the world and in Bharat it is known that the sun starts to rise in the east. The sun rises in the east and sets in the west. The remembrance of the sunset is in Mount Abu, which is in the west. The sun rises in East Bengal and sets in the west Mount Abu. There are two dynasties that are known, the Suryavanshi and the Chandravanshi. If the seed of gyan had been put into Brahma Baba’s intellect in Singh Hyderabad then there would be no need for him to go here and there to find the meaning of the visions. He went and asked his guru, the guru could not answer, then he asked the big pandits, acharayas etc. in Varanasi. He did not find the answer there either. In the end he had to go to East Bengal, Calcutta where he found the meaning. The one who put the seed of gyan into the stomach of the mother-Brahma’s intellect is the sakar form of the gyan Surya. When the father sows the seeds, he remains incognito (gupt). The mother is the first who gets revealed in front of the children and the small children consider their mother to be everything. Even today the Brahmin children with small intellects and less intelligence consider Brahma to be the mother and the father both but this is not correct. Brahma can not be both mother and father, the father has to be in a male body and the mother has to be in a female body, then only we can say “tu maatapitaa, hum balak tere” (you are mother and you are father and I am your child). The body of Brahma was that of a male yet there were another mother and father who gave birth to him in the beginning of the yagya. No one knows about them. Those mother and father who were there in the beginning now get revealed in the end. They are the Jagatpita and Jagatmata. We become direct nar se Narayan but if we come into the clan of the Chandravanshi then we do not become Narayan. The ones who come into the clan of Chandravanshi, the ones who become the children of gyan chandrama, they do not become direct nar se Narayan, they will not become direct from nari to Lakshmi. They do not become direct nar se Narayan because they remain viceful (vikar). Number one vikar is sex lust (kaam) and second number is anger (krodh). This ghosytof anger remains on some. The ones who do not take direct inheritance from the father remain viceful. Shri Krishna has been shown to be one who starts the great household war of Mahabharata. He is angry (krodhi). The horoscope of Christ and Krishna match. Christians too have cold anger like Krishna, you can not see it from the outside. Brahma Baba had understood everything inside yet he had to be sweet to the children. When the time comes these children have to be punished. Through Brahma the Supreme Soul played the part of the mother. Some Brahmin children did not give happiness to this Brahma mother, not everyone but some children. Brahma Baba himself gave happiness to all the children with his vision (drishti), attitude (vritti) and vibrations. This is guaranteed but it can not be said that all the children gave him happiness in return. Some children gave him sorrow. There are some children who have given Brahma Baba sorrow (dukh). Like scorpions do. This is the last birth and in this last birth there are some Brahmin children who have tied themselves into a karm bondage by giving unhappiness to such an elevated soul who is the first leaf of the world. They have created a karm bondage by giving sorrow to such satopradhan elevated soul. This is a great sin. In the lokik world if someone commits a sin burden is one to one, in the Brahmin world the burden of sin becomes hundred-fold. If someone commits a sinful action against a minor human being the punishment is not to much and if the sinful action is committed against a higher up, for example if someone goes into court and slaps the judge, the punishment would be severe. In the same way those souls who gave unhappiness to an elevated soul like Brahma, their accounts now have to be settled. These accounts cannot be settled in satyuga. This is the 84th birth, the last birth. It has been said: I come at the end of the end of the last birth to meet you children. Now the soul of Brahma or call him the soul of Krishna who has been given sorrow by asuri children enters into the body of a Brahmin child and having done so settles the accounts with these devilish children who have accumulated hundred fold burden of sins on themselves. So whose part is that of Shankar? The soul of Brahma, he enters the body and plays the part that is why it has been said in the murli: what does Shankar do? – he does nothing. Shankar cannot be called an impure soul, Shankar is a dweller of the subtle region. Shankar cannot be called patit and Shankar does not anything because actions (karm) are performed by the organs (karm indrya). In reality Brahma’s soul enters and does all the work. Shiva’s soul enetrs the same body and gives the explanation of the versions  (vaanis). Brahma’s soul is the one who studies the vaanis and Shiva’s soul is the teacher who gives explanation. Brahma’s soul is the student, just like everyone else is a student the soul of Brahma is also a student. Those who do not take direct inheritance from the teacher whilst being in these bodies, the one who do not become direct nar se Narayan, the ghosts such as anger remains in them, So in the soul of Krishna even after leaving the sakar body the ghost of anger remained. They say if someone’s desires are not fulfilled whilst being alive then they leave the body and fulfil those desires in the next birth. If someone is in a sakar body and there is untimely death, then that soul takes on the subtle body to fulfil the remaining desires. By nature, character and sanskars Brahma Baba played a loving motherly part but inside him the anger for devilish children remained. What can a poor mother do in the absence of the father? The devilish children climb on the head of the mother. Whilst being in a corporeal medium Brahma the mother could not do anything to these devilish children but after leaving the body the same soul takes the support of the seed form father. They show the half moon on the forehead of Shankar. Whose remembrance is this moon of? It is the remembrance of the soul of Brahma. When a wife has found her separated husband she will not be scared of the children any more. Now the soul of Brahma, who is in a seed stage, gets revealed through Shankar. You can not tell which soul is playing the part because there is one body and there are three souls playing their parts through it, Shiva the Supreme Soul, Prajapita the soul of Ram and the soul of Brahma and the name for that part is Shankar. Shankar means mixed or combined part, it cannot be seen which particular soul is playing which part, yet on the basis of gyan the gyani souls can know. As Baba was saying ghost of anger remains, that is why the horoscope of Krishna is compared to that of Christ. Christians are the ones with such anger (krodh) that they will get the whole world destroyed in the end. In the same way the destruction of the Brahmin world is through Shankar. What is the horoscope? There are 12 sins in a horoscope, within these 12 signs are all the human souls of the world. In the same way the 12 kingdoms of tretayuga, the one who are rulers can be called the twelve signs. Out of them 8 are such who become kings even in satyuga, the 9th one is the sangamyugi kingdom. These nine maharajas of satyuga plus 3 additions in tretayuga make a total of 12. 12 souls who are responsible for these 12 signs. All the human souls of the world can be divided into 12 groups. If you want to see the small form of 500 karor souls then you can see them in the 108  souls of Rudra mala. Why are they 108? Because here are 9 groups of 12 each. Nine jewels means 9 planets. There are 9 elevated souls who have groups of 12 souls each and that makes 108. These 9 are the elevated groups who become instrumental (nimit) for the foundation of their own religion. The nastic dharm has been left out has been left out. The souls of the nastic dharam do not take the inheritance from the father. They are not capable of taking any sort of inheritance. There is no kingdom among them. They do not believe in kings. From the time of Lenin and Stalin the communism of Russia started. The kings of that land were murdered. The souls of nastic dharm do not take the inheritance of any kingdom because they are atheists and they do not believe in Paramatma Bap or swarg and nark. They do don believe in atma and Paramatma. They are the ones in whom all ghosts of vices are present in the end. There are also other religions of which the foundation is not done by the father. The souls of those religions remains with some vices. The souls who get direct inheritance from the father do not have any ghost of vices remaining in them at that time. The ones in whom ghosts of anger etc. remain do not become worthy of the inheritance. They say about some that he is under the influence of the ghost of lust, that no matter how much gyan you give him it will not sit in his intellect. In the same way the one who is blinded by attachment (moh) does not understand at that time. These souls get trapped by Ravan because they have not been remembering the father. Such angry (krpdhi) and lusty (kaami) souls cannot achieve the status of narayan. They have been influenced by the ghosts of vices. You should always be influenced by one father “Ek Bap dusra na koii.” Those who get influenced by Maya-Ravan cannot inherit the status of Lakshmi and Narayan. You have to become perfect here. Father explains the first ghost to come is that of body consciousness, the 5 vices come later. Kaam, krodh, lobh, moh, ahamkar – they follow the body consciousness (dehabhiman). Dehabhiman is the father of all the vices. It you are not body conscious then the 5 vices cannot come. This body (deh) is the father of 5 ghosts. That is why in the picture of Ravan there is a special symbol of body consciousness. The 5 vices as shown as 5 heads of the male and 5 heads of the female, and the symbol of body consciousness is also shown. The father of those 10 heads is shown sitting on the head of Ravan as a donkey, the body conscious form of donkey. What does donkey do? No matter how much you wash and bathe him he will go straight away lie in the dirt. Dehabhiman is the one which pulls all the other vices to it. Body consciousness is a bad thing. Here you have to become perfect. If the children become soul conscious and keep remembering Bap then the father will help. There are some who cannot give up body consciousness, the do not consider themselves to be bindu atma and they want to try and pull the father to themselves and remember him. They try to pull bindu to themselves in order to remember him but they cannot do that. They do not even get the help from the father because they are body conscious. Those who remember the great deal, get a lot of help. The more you remember the more help you will get but you have to be soul conscious to do this. A true. Brahmin is the one in whom these enemies are not present. The first enemy is body consciousness. Body consciousness is the main enemy and because of him the other enemies come. This Bharat was Shivalya, there was no trace of unhappiness at that time. Human beings do not know about this. When there was Shivalya there was no sorrow, when there is vaishalya there is sorrow. In vaishalya one vaishya (prostitute) has to worship everyone. In Shivalya everyone worships one Shiva. There is a vast difference. Now that live Shivalya has to be established. All temples (mandir), churches (girjaghar), mosques (masjit) and gurudwars will break and fall. Only one big temple will remain. One Shivalya will remain, the rest will be finished. Human beings do not know that when there is Shivalya, there is no suffering (dukh), because there is avyabhichari vritti (consciousness of the one) over there. The vibrations in Shivalya will be of one (religion) dharm, one opinion (mat), one language, and one kingdom, because everyone’s love and attraction there is for one. When there is vyabhichar (corruption) there will be many religions, many opinions and many languages. The vibration will keep on breaking. The atmosphere will get polluted from which there will be sorrow. People do not know when there was Shivalya there was no dukh. Now it is vaishalya and there is nothing but dukh. Human beings do not know these things and they say that there is Maya and Ishwar. Ishwar comes at his own time and Maya comes at her own time.  Half of kalpa is Ishwariya Raja, and for half a kalpa there is the Raja of Maya. In the Brahmin world also there is half a kalpa Ishwar Rajya. When there is faith that the father is revealed in corporeal form, there is Ishwar Rajya. When the father is in sakar but not visible and become incognito (gupt), then it becomes Maya-Ravan Rajya. These things not even the educated people know. They will definitely oppose you. These so called scholars, pandits and acharyas do not know that in the sangamyugi Brahmin world for half a kalpa there is Ishwariya Rajya and for half a kalpa there is Maya-Ravan Rajya. At this time it is the kingdom of Ravan in the sangamyugi world of Brahmins. It is the kingdom of the bodily dharm gurus (religious guides). It is not the kingdom of one guru. Just like there are ten heads of Ravan in the same way there is a kingdom of ten different directions within the Brahmin world. There is a difference between the rajas of satyuga and the rajas of kaliyuga. The kings of the Ram Rajya never take advice from anyone. In Ravan Rajya as the kingdom of Ravan gets bigger the number of the advisers and ministers increases. You can see it in the sangamyugi Brahmin world of today. If anything has to be done then first they will call a meeting, all the ministers get together to give their opinions and they will come to conclusion. When Mama and Baba were alive these things did not take place. In the murli Baba has said that you children do not have to give your directions to Mama and Baba, you children have to follow the directions of Mama and Baba. If scholars and sanyasis knew that for half a kalpa in the Brahmin world there is Ravan Rajya and for half a kalpa there is Ram Rajya then they would not oppose. Shiv Bhagvan has come in a very gupt form to establish satyuga. If the scholars and sanyasis etc. had understood then they would not oppose the one who is in secret form. They oppose and confront because they do not know that the shooting takes place in the sangamyugi world of Brahmins, i.e. the shooting of Ram Rajya and Ravan Rajya. In the scriptures there is no explanation of these things. The explanation is not in the scriptures of the outside world and the explanation is not these in the murlis either. The explanation of the shooting of Ravan Rajya and Ram Rajya that takes place in the sangamyugi world of Brahmins. Those scriptures are of bhakti marg. The gyan sagar (ocean of knowledge) is only one father who is called Patit-pavan. Om shanti.
