Parampita Paramatma ShivBaba Yaad Hai?

Transcript of Baba’s clarification of murli 24.05.65 / 24.07.03 (vcd 80)

Om Shanti. What is speciality of that day? Mamma had left her body. So, Baba might have narrated a special vani on that day. The record goes like this: ‘Hamare tirath nyare hain’. OmShanthi! The spiritual travellers have heard the song. What? Our  pilgrimage centres (tirath) are unique (nyarey). You children are spiritual travellers.
When our pilgrimage centres are unique, then what kind of pilgrims are we? The travellers might also be unique (nyarey). How are the worldly travellers? They undertake physical journey. But our journey is spiritual. The journey undertaken by those travellers is called physical journey or ‘jismani Yatra’. These physical pilgrimages, i.e. ‘Jismani Yatra’ continues for half Kalpa. Why has the word ‘also’ been used? It means that our soul’s spiritual journey also takes place for half a Kalpa (cycle). We remain stable in the spiritual stage for half a kalpa. You undertake these pilgrimages birth by birth. What? There is no birth in which we don’t undertake pilgrimages. It could be either ruhani, i.e. spiritual or jismani, i.e. physical journey.

They undertake physical journey and return home. Now we have undertaken the spiritual journey for the first time. What? We have started on such a spiritual journey, in which our soul after returning, it won’t come back into this world.

For e.g. it has been said in Gita, “Yadgatwa na nirvatante tad dhamah paramam mama”. You are my children and I will take all of you children to my ‘Brahma lok” (supreme abode). I take you to such a world, from where you will not return to this sorrowful world. So, this is your spiritual journey. They are ‘Jismani Pandey’, i.e. physical guides, but you are ‘Ruhani Pandey’, i.e. spiritual guides. They take the physical body on pilgrimage. But where do they take them? They take them to the pilgrimage centres, i.e. tirth. Which pilgrimage centres do they take them to? They take them to the pilgrimage centres containing non-living pictures and to the hills.

Is it only a matter of the people of the outside world? Are there not any such ‘Jismani Pandey’, i.e. physical guides in the Brahmin Family? There are such physical guides in the Brahmin family also, who take people to the hills & have them seated in front of the idols. They enable people to undertake physical journey, i.e. ‘Jismani Yatra’, where they pull the body, i.e. ‘jism’ to undertake the journey. Their aim will always be to enable physical journey and for that they need money. But the spiritual travellers and  spiritual guides will attract their souls and will teach such knowledge that their souls continue to get attracted. When the soul gets attracted then the body will follow automatically. There is no need of money for that. Which example has been given in the murli? Sanyasis, i.e. monks are there. They undertake pilgrimages. 

When they do not have money, they board the train without money only. When the T.T. makes them to get down at one place, then they will board another train. When it fits into one’s heart then money will not be an obstacle. So it has been said that you are a ‘spiritual guide’. So who is the ustaad, i.e. master of those guides? He is Nirakaar Parampita Paramatma, i.e. incorporeal Supreme Father Supreme Soul.

Who is ustad, i.e. master?  He is Parampita, i.e. the Supreme Father. There is no other father higher than him. He is father of all fathers. He is father of the religious fathers also and he is Paramatma, i.e. Supreme Soul also, i.e. the one who plays the role of incorporeal stage through the one who plays the highest role, through the one who plays the role of a Hero. 43. He is called the Aadipathi, i.e. the first chief of the Pandava Army. Who? He.  Not this soul. Not whom? 44. This Brahma cannot be called the Aadipathi. Who is said to be the Aadipathi, i.e. the first chief? He. Who?

The one who is going to play the role as Adi pathi, the first chief of the Pandav Army. What? Aadipathi. He is giving protection to Pandavas right from the beginning.

You know that we are souls. The body consciousness is gone.  When we think that we are souls then the body Consciousness is gone. Now we have become soul conscious. Bap, i.e. Father came and made us dehiabhimani, i.e. soul conscious. What? Father came and made us soul conscious to take the souls back. Why he has made us soul conscious? To take the souls back. The aim has narrated. It is a waste to make us soul conscious if the Father comes in this world and does not take us souls back. His aim is to transform us from body conscious to soul conscious and take us back to the nirakari lok, i.e. the incorporeal world. So now you are on a spiritual journey. In this there is no question of karmedriya, i.e. the bodily organs.

What? In this journey there is no question of bodily organs. People always remain pure while they are on a pilgrimage. In Bhakti marg, i.e. the Path of worship also when they go on a pilgrimage, people try to remain pure. And when they return, then they become vikari, i.e. vicious again. But how is our journey? Once we return to Paramdham, i.e. the soul world, then, when we come back to this world, then we shall not become vikari, i.e. vicious for 2500 years. It is the householders who have to undertake the pilgrimage. Actually, the Sanyasis, i.e. monks should not undertake pilgrimages. What? When the Sanyasis don’t need to go on a pilgrimage, then they should also not take others on a pilgrimage. Sanyasis don’t have the right to take people on a pilgrimage. Why don’t they have the right? That is because they have themselves renounced the household. They have got involved in these matters recently.  The nivritti marg, i.e. path of renunciation of the householders is in fact different. What? The path of renunciation of householders is different from that of the Sanyasis. How is it different? They leave their wife & children and their house.

And in the Raja yoga, which the Father comes and teaches to the householders there is no need to leave the house, family, friends and relatives. What is needed here? The intellect which is attached to all of them should be detached. There is no need to leave them physically. So, this is a unique path. It is the Brahmins who always take everyone on a pilgrimage. Sanyasis are prohibited from taking anyone on a pilgrimage. Who can take us on a pilgrimage? The Brahmins. Actually, you Brahmins are the children of Brahma. Brahmins are said to be those who are Brahmaachaari, i.e. those who follow Brahma’s acts. Brahma is pure in his life. So, you children also lead a pure life. If your conduct is pure then you are a Brahmin. You have the right to take anyone on a pilgrimage. The Sanyasis say that we renounce household, money, property and every thing. But their sacrifice is just for a short period. When their intellect is satopradhan, i.e. pure they renounced everything. When their intellect becomes Tamopradhan, i.e. impure, then they collect money from householders and construct palaces & buildings. Is it only the case of the Sanyasis of the outside world? No. When the Sanyasis of the Brahmin family also, who become the children of Brahma, become degraded later on, then they collect money and property from the public and construct palaces & buildings, underground concrete bunkers. And they tell the true children of the Supreme Soul that they can not come there. What? Pandavas are banished from their country. So, when their intellect is pure then they are Sanyasi. Their intellect is completely like a trustee. And when they become tamopradhan, i.e. degraded, then they collect every thing and sit. When their intellect becomes Tamopradhan then they enter the cities for money. Where do they enter? They enter the cities. First they used to live in the jungles and on mountains. And when their intellect becomes Tamopradhan then they settle down in the cities by constructing houses, palaces and buildings. Even though it has been said in the murli through Brahma that you children should not construct houses & buildings and should not accumulate property and land. What? You children should not accumulate property. But, even then those Sanyasis side-track those matters and they start leading life like the worldly householders. Otherwise it is not as per law for them to become the preceptors of householders. They have themselves renounced the household life, then how can they become the preceptors of householders? 

The one, who is a householder himself can become the Guru of a householder.

That’s why the Supreme Soul enters into a householder and teaches Raja yoga.

So there are different kinds of physical pilgrimages. People keep visiting holy places in all the four corners. There is song, “We have visited all the four pilgrimage centres, but even then we remained far away from the father.” These matters of Bhakti marg will be repeated in the shooting period also. These are the hints of father. So it should not happen that after coming into the knowledge we also keep visiting all the places. Where? All the four dhaams, i.e. the four most important pilgrimage centres of the Hindus situated in India. There is only one dhaam (place) for us. Which dhaam is it? The highest of all abodes is ‘Brahma lok’. You can call it as ‘Brahma lok’ or the abode where the intellect of Brahma is directed, or Brahma’s body in which the Supreme Soul enters is also our ‘Brahma lok’. This is because only through his womb-like intellect the whole human world emerges. So it has been said that now Bap, i.e. father is making you pure to take you on a yatra, i.e. a journey. 

Your real journey will take place when you become 100% pure. What? If you keep becoming impure, then your intellect will keep going towards the earth. It will keep going towards the things and the body made up of five elements. And when you become pure then your intellect will move upwards. It will move to a higher stage.

So, father is making you pure to take you on a real pilgrimage to the mukti dhaam, i.e. the abode of salvation and jivan mukti dhaam, i.e. the abode of true salvation.

First of all which journey will we perform? The journey of the abode of salvation. 

We must experience the stage of liberation from the sorrows (dukh) and pains (dard) while living in this body only.

This is our journey to ‘mukti dham’, i.e. the abode of salvation, the real spiritual journey. If we are not experiencing the stage of liberation while living in this body, if we are feeling sorrowful and if other souls are also experiencing sorrow from us & if we have the habit of accepting sorrows from others and vice versa, then we will not be said to have been liberated from sorrows and pains. We can be called a soul free from sorrows and pains only when we neither accept sorrows from others nor cause sorrows to others. So father makes you such a pure soul. Then you need not return to this impure world at all. What? You will leave this impure world for many births.

You cannot return to this impure world. For e.g. it has been written in Gita, “Na nirvatantey’. You do not return. So Father teaches you such a Raja Yoga that you won’t come back in to this world of sorrows and pains. It has become a habit of many people to hurt others through their thoughts, words and actions and cause pains. There is not a single day that any soul feels that it has not caused sorrow to others. Every soul feels that we cause sorrows to others and experience sorrows ourselves. So need not come back to this impure world. There are many people in Bhakti marg who perform bad deeds after returning from ‘Jismani Teertha’ (pilgrimages through the physical body). Here Baba teaches you such a ‘yog’ that after becoming pure once, you will not experience yourself to be in this dirty world for many births. People are also forbidden from getting angry on pilgrimages.  They are especially told not to become vicious at a particular time. For e.g. when someone organises seven days weekly recital of ‘Ramayan’ and ‘Bhaagwat’, they bind the husband & wife in the vow of purity for seven days. Now that story has been recited so many times. The whole human race has been degrading. Father comes and narrates the story of Lakshmi – Narayan only once. He narrates such a story in which Lakshmi – Narayan and their entire 9 lakh subjects, who are called the 9 lakh stars, the living stars of earth, will not remain in this impure world. They will become the masters of the pure world. So, it takes 3 to 4 months for those devotees to visit the four dhaams (Hindu pilgrimage centres).  And you do not go on a pilgrimage of four dhaams. Your intellect has reached its destination. Your intellect does not grope in the dark. It neither gropes in the dark around the Gurus (preceptors) nor around the any other places. Your intellect is focused on one. And what is the identity of the people whose intellect is fixed on one? This identity is mentioned in Gita, “Yasman no dwijate loko lokan no dwijate chayah’, i.e. the person from whom people won’t ever experience sorrow and anxiety and who never gets agitated by others or experiences sorrow from others. Their stage becomes like that. So if anybody among you children also experiences such a stage either for a short or long period, then he has become entitles to take other people also on a spiritual journey. It takes 3 to 4 months for those people but for you children it takes only one second to perform this spiritual journey. You can make others experience in just one second through your spiritual vision. Now you know that we souls are going to father’s abode. Father’s order is, “Children remain in my remembrance as much as you can.” What? What has been said in Gita? ‘Mamekam Yaad karo’, ‘Mameva namaskuru’, i.e. remember only me.

What has been said? What have we been asked to remember? Remembrance should not be ‘vyabhichari’, i.e. one should not remember many persons. It shouldn’t be that you remember me as well as others. So, by remembering many souls you can not reach me. 

So, Father’s order is, “Remember me.” This is a journey to ‘Mukti Dham’, i.e. the abode of salvation and you are going there. You are not going with your body. How are you going? Your soul consisting of the mind and intellect performing this journey.

You are the resident of that place. So it is easy to remember the place to which they belong. People will return to that place only, from where they have come. 

Now the party of Gorakhpur has come from Ghorakpur. So where will the party of Ghorakpur go back? It will return to Ghorakpur only. But that is a matter related to the physical world. The body returns and gets attracted to the home in which it has taken birth. That’s why, if any soul leaves its body in a foreign country, then where do people try to bring the body? They try to bring it to their own country. That is an issue of the physical world. Father (Bap) comes and teaches the spiritual journey and tells, “You children are souls. What are you? You are souls. You are sitting on a spiritual journey. In this journey there is not need to run here and there. You have to go back to that abode from where you have come to this earth. You have not come alone to this earth. All the human souls have come to this earth numberwise.

Some come at the beginning and some come later. Those, who come in the beginning, experience the new Satopradhan Satyugi Srishti, i.e. a new pure Golden-aged world. Those who come at the fag end experience the Tamopradhan Kaliyugi srishti, i.e. an impure Iron-aged world. For e.g. It has been said in Gita, “Mudha janmani janmani”, i.e. the souls residing in the hell, the foolish souls, who can not recognise me, and neglect me, the one who has entered an ordinary human form, keep taking rebirth in this sinful body and in this Iron-aged world & become sorrowful. It feels sorrowful itself and makes others also sorrowful. So Father says every day, “Remember me. Then your sins will get burnt. What? There is no sin in me. So if you remember me then you will also become just like me. If you remain in the company of thieves and dacoits, then your intellect will also acquire the traits and vices of thieves and dacoits. So as is the person we remember, so shall we become. If you remember me, then since I am flawless and free from sins, you will also become like the Supreme Soul Father. You won’t become like him forever. If every soul becomes like the Supreme Soul forever then this world will come to a halt. This world remains always. It has also been written in the scriptures, ‘Kalp kalp lagi prabhu avtara’. God, the Supreme Soul has to come into this world in every kalpa, i.e. cycle of 5000 years. So when Paramatma, i.e. Supreme Soul himself is bound to come on this Earth, then can the souls attain salvation forever? 

No. Paramatma is always free. He experiences mukti, i.e. salvation, even when he comes on this earth. But he liberates us from bondage which we are experiencing.   

So, it has been said that by remembering me your sins will be burnt and you will keep progressing; you will step backwards. This is a wonderful journey performed while sitting at home. What? It is such a wonderful journey in which there is no need to run from pillar to post. Yog agni, i.e. the fire of yoga will burn all the sins. For e.g. when gold is put in fire, it won’t melt in a mild fire. When the fire is intense then the gold gets purified. Similarly, if the remembrance of soul is intense, when we sit in the intense fire of devotion; when there is nothing but the remembrance of one Supreme Soul; when the remembrance becomes so unadulterated (avyabhichaari), then your sins get burnt at a high speed. It has been said that you have performed the physical pilgrimages for half a Kalpa, i.e. for 2500 years. What? These physical pilgrimages have commenced ever since the beginning of dwapar yug, i.e. the Copper Age. Earlier in the kingdom of Narayan, in satyug, i.e. Golden Age, and in Ram’s kingdom in treta yug, i.e. Silver Age people did not used to undertake these physical pilgrimages. You used to be in a spiritual stage always.  So there was no need to go on physical pilgrimages. For half a Kalpa, i.e. cycle you performed the physical pilgrimages. Earlier the pilgrimages were ‘avyabhichari’, i.e. pure. What? Even in the dwaparyug (copper age), when dualism started, the pilgrimages were      ‘avyabhichari’, i.e. pure. In the scriptures also there was a lot of truth, but later on the interpreters have inferred each scripture differently and gave rise to dwait, i.e. dualism. So due to dualism, the ‘vyabhichari’, i.e. impure pilgrimages began. It didn’t let the intellect concentrate on one place. Now the pilgrimages are vyabhichari, i.e. impure. Earlier you used to worship only one Shiv. The temple of Somnnath is a reminder, which Mohammad Gazni had looted. This incident happened about thousand years ago. But when the Somnnath Temple was constructed, there is no history of idols of other deities being worshipped at that time. Only Shiva used to be worshipped. The excavations that have been conducted within India and in the foreign countries have also proved that the worship of Shivaling is very ancient. Four-faced Shivlings have been found in the excavations at Mohanjadaro and Harappa and in the excavations in Greece and Mesopotomia also they have been found. This was a very ancient method of worship. Afterwards when the Dwait, i.e. dualism began, then people started to worship 2, 4, 8 and 33 crore deities. 

People started engaging their intellects in them. So, will the intellect become ‘vyabhchari’, i.e. adulterated or ‘avyabhichari’, i.e. unadulterated? It will keep becoming impure. So, now the pilgrimages are impure.

First of all people started worshipping Brahma, Vishnu and Shankar by preparing their idols because out of 33 crore deities, who are the most important?  First, ‘Tridev’, i.e. the three deities - Brahma, Vishnu and Shankar are worshipped and then Lakshmi – Narayan are worshipped. Now-a- day’s people keep worshipping dogs, cats, stones, walls and everything, but they do not get anything. People say that Parampita Paramatma, i.e. the Supreme Father Supreme Soul is present in every particle. Father explains, “Children this is a worship of dolls. Just as children do not get anything by worshipping the dolls, they get pleasure and happiness of mind only for a short period, but not forever. Nobody knows the occupation of ShivBaba and Deities at all.  No one knows how ShivBaba had transformed an ordinary human being (nar) into a Deity like Narayan and how many human beings had he transformed and where have those deities gone and where has the world of those Deities gone? This Bharat is only called as Dev Bhumi, a land of deities. How have the people become demons, who bite and cause pains to each other in that land of deities? Where have those deities disappeared? Now Father explains, “You only were Deities in the world of Ram and Krishna. You only were deities in Golden and Silver Ages. But now you only persons, who act like demons. Demons are not separate species with big teeth, big eyes and big heads. It’s not like that. When human beings only correct themselves, they become deities and get transformed from a man to Narayan. And when the human beings degrade, they become demons. Those who cause pains to others are called Rakshas, i.e. demons and those who give pleasures to others are called deities. How has the name Devta, i.e. Deity originated? It is called ‘Devta’ but not ‘Levta’. If anybody desires to get something from others, then he has not stabilised in a stage of ‘Icchamatram avidhya’, i.e. a stage where there is not even the knowledge of desires. And if anyone has not reached the stage of ‘Icchamatram avidhya’, i.e. desire-free stage, then they can not achieve the stage of deities. That’s why what aim is given by the last shloka of Gita to the people? It gives the aim to achieve the stage of ‘Icchamatram avidhya’. So nobody knows the occupation of Deities and ShivBaba. If anybody doesn’t know the occupation of ShivBaba, then it means that their intellect has become like a stone. Even then some of their desires are fulfilled because they perform actions in the name of God. Those who do Bhakti (worship) for a short period will get the fruit. These pilgrimages will not take place in satyug (golden age).

How did the temples etc. come up there? Here there are so many temples. Father comes and enables us to perform this spiritual journey only once to that place from where we do not need to come in to this land of death (Mrityulok). What? You will not come back into this Iron-aged sorrowful world. You are performing the journey to ‘Shanthidham’ (the abode of peace) where there will not be any noise. Now you are sitting at home. Even at home if we close the door and wish to exchange the knowledge with someone, then the noise of loudspeaker comes from here and there and from everywhere. The intellect is already groping in the dark. Even if reality is narrated from somewhere, the intellect gets distracted in many ways. So what does Father teach first of all? Father comes and teaches first of all that nothing is going to happen by controlling the body. What should be done? Control your mind. This mind and intellect is only called the soul (ruh). ‘Ruh’ is not anything else. If you can control your mind & intellect, then your journey will be completed. You understand that your home is ‘Shantidham’ (the abode of peace) and everybody else is a resident of this ‘Shantidham’. Who are included in that “Everybody else”? Human souls are anyway included, but where do the souls of animals, insects & birds reside? They are all also residents of the ‘Shanthidham’. Arey! The scientists say that these trees and plants also possess soul. A time comes when all these souls will go back to ‘Parandham’, i.e the soul world. This world becomes empty. What is the rule? The more a soul’s intellect is sharp or the more it enables others’ intellect to become sharp, the farther it will reside in the soul world, the farther it will reside from the world of five elements of this Earth.  

And the more non-living intellect a soul possesses, the nearer it will be to the five elements of this world. But all souls the souls will reside only in ‘Paramdham’, i.e. the soul world. When the human souls are reformed, then on the basis of the mental vibrations of the reformed soul, all other human souls also get reformed numberwise. So there is not anyone else, who thinks that they are souls, and their Home is ‘Nirvaan dhaam’, where there will not be any sound & where Baba lives. What? I have come to this world to make you experience such a world while remaining in this body, where you will go beyond the stage of sounds and along with that the atmosphere around you will not cause disturbance to you.

You will bring the ‘Paramdham’ down to this earth while staying on this earth only.

You will experience the ‘Nirvaan Dhaam’ (the abode of silence) where Baba lives. What? Baba lives in such a world. This is a corrupt (bhrashtachaari) world.

What kind of a world is it? This is a world where people act through their impure bodily organs. The complete role that Father plays practically is not played always sitting on a bull (bail). Does anyone ride on a bull always? No. I enter into him for some time and then I play my role through other children. It is not true that I am always present only in one person. Baba has many jobs to attend. He has to uplift many souls. But the Supreme Soul stays permanently only at that place where there is shantidhaam, i.e. abode of peace. This world is an impure world (bhrashtachari). How one can one transform the bhrashtachari or degraded world into a bhrashtachari, i.e. superior world. What will an impure person make others? And what will a superior person make others? 236. As is someone, so shall he make others also. If anyone is acting through his impure organs in the present time, and if he is acting through his impure organs, then what he is going to make others? He will teach others also to become impure. If one has decided or has taken a strong resolution that he will not act through his impure organs, then what will he make others also? He will make others also ‘shreshtachari’, i.e. a person acting through the superior organs. As is someone, so shall he teach others. Certainly they consider themselves impure; that is why they undertake pilgrimages and bathe in river Ganga to become pure. It is the second page of the Vani dated 24.5.65. Baba has also explained the meaning of the ‘Kubh mela’, i.e. the Kumbh fair. Kumbh or Sangam, i.e. confluence is the place where river Gangas meet the ocean and originate from the ocean and again merges with the ocean only. This is the true conference. It means that this is the true conference where the Ganga of knowledge, Yamuna of knowledge and the Saraswati of knowledge meet the father, the ocean of knowledge number wise. Someone who plays the role of Ganga, someone who plays the role of Yamuna and someone who plays the role of Saraswati will come and merge with the ocean. That is called ‘Kumbha snan’, i.e. the bath of Kumbha. It is the true conference. If Father, the ocean of knowledge is not present there practically, then it will not be called as true conference. All those are false conferences.  It is also sung “The soul and the Supreme Soul have remained separated for a long period.” If it is sung then which period does this song refer to? Which period do all the songs refer to? The songs, the worships, the reminders, and the festivals are all the remembrances of the sangamyug, i.e. the confluence age. So certainly Father must have been remained separated from his children for a long period in this confluence age. So this is a reminder of the Confluence Age only. ‘Atma Paramamtma alag rahe bahu kaal’, i.e. the soul and the Supreme Soul have remained separated for a long period.” This is a matter of the number wise souls. The Patit Pavan Sadguru, i.e. the true preceptor who purifies us, comes and meets us in the form of a ‘Dalal’, i.e. a mediator. What? When the purifier Father, the Supreme Soul also comes on to this Earth, then he does not meet any one directly. What? He does not meet anyone directly, except one person. Who is that only one? He is ‘Sadguru’, i.e. the true preceptor. Will the Sadguru be saakaar, i.e. corporeal or will he be nirakaar, i.e. incorporeal? Sadguru cannot be ‘Nirakaar Jyothi Bindu’, i.e. an incorporeal point of light always. Shiv is not ‘Sadguru’. When Shiv enters in a corporeal person, then he becomes ‘Sadguru’. In comparison to him, ‘Sadguru ek omkaar nirankar’, i.e. in comparison to the incorporeal true preceptor, how are all other gurus? They are all false. So he is revealed through only one ‘Sadguru’ to this world. And that ‘Sadguru’ meets us in the form of a ‘Dalaal’, i.e. mediator. He does not possess his own body. Who? That Shiv does not have his own body. He gets engaged with you souls through that Dalaal. It is not the question of engagement with the body. What? 

He causes the attachment of Atma, i.e. soul with the Paramatma, i.e. the Supreme Soul. What is the name given to that Supreme Soul in Bhakti marg, i.e. path of worship? People apply tika, i.e. a mark of remembrance. What do people do before marriage? They go to apply the ‘tika’. So father also comes & applies this mark of remembrance. This tika, i.e. remembrance gets fixed in the intellect of all the sajanis, i.e sweethearts that our form is this. When that remembrance fits into their intellect, then they devoted in that remembrance. So, he causes the engagement of you souls with himself. He gives his introduction to his children to enable the engagement. No one else can give my introduction except me. Children, I have come here to take you on the journey of ‘shanthidham’, the abode of peace. What? The children who have learnt the basic knowledge think that they are going to return to Paramdham, the soul world situated above. It is not a question of going upwards. Baba has said in murli, “You children will bring the Paramdham down to this Earth.”

So when Paramdham, the Father’s house itself descends on this earth, then where will the children go? They will go only where Paramdham, a Paramdham-like atmosphere is present on this earth. They won’t go anywhere else. So, it has been said, “I have come to take you on a journey to ‘shanthidham’, the abode of peace.”

I will take you to a pure world. Children know that Bharat was pure. How was India? Bharat was pure. Now it has become ‘patit bhrastachari’, i.e. impure and degraded.

Now India and Indians must get purified once again and become residents of pure world. When Bharat was pure, then there was only one deity Religion, i.e. ‘Adi Sanatan Devi Devta Dharm.’ It was not ‘Arya dharm’. What? Which religion is considered to be the highest now? People consider the Aryans to be the highest.

In fact the Arya Samaj is a sect. It can’t even be called as a religion. It is said ‘Arya’ i.e. civilised and ‘Anarya’, i.e. uncivilised. Arya means reformed and Anarya means unreformed. In fact the Deities were civilised. Those who cause pains to others cannot be called a reformed person. If Deities are called as Arya, then who used to rule during the Arya religion? Who used to rule? Deities only used to rule. Is it not? 

Ram & Krishna only used to rule. Is it not? Narayan only used to rule? Is it not?

An educated person is said to be Arya. What? Those who have studied the teachings of the Supreme Soul, i.e. Paramatma very well and completely, those who have studied regularly and punctually. What? Those, who have studied regularly and punctually are the ones who become Arya. They study and become civilised. Now everyone is uneducated because they don’t know Father. ShivBaba is only the highest among all. Then after him are Brahma, Vishnu and Shankar. Then next is Prajapita Brahma and along with him is Jagadamba. These are the main actors. 

So these things must remain in the intellect. If Prajapita Brahma is there, then Jagadamba is also there certainly. If Prajapita Brahma is there, then Jagadamba is also present. She happens to be Praja patni, i.e. the female head of the subjects.

But she shouldn’t be called as Praja patni. What? By saying Praja Patni she becomes the mistress of Praja, i.e. subjects. That will be wrong. For e.g. Krishna has been made the God of Gita. Will Krishna be called Praja (subject) or Pita (father)? Is Krishna a child or a father? Krishna is a child. So, similarly she should not be called ‘Praja Patni’. What should she be called? She should be called as ‘Praja Mata’, i.e. mother of the subjects. Brahmin children are created through them. They are the adopted children. Who? Prajapita and Jagadamba. Who adopts them? Parampita Paramatma, i.e. the Supreme Father Supreme Soul. You know that we are his children. Whose children are we? We are not the children of this Brahma. Whose children are we? We are the children of that Prajapita. But by forgetting the father we have become orphans. Nobody knows the occupation of God father. Sanyasis are asked whether they have the knowledge of Rachata (creator) and Rachana (creation)? Who is the creator of this world? What does that creator comes and creates? They say he is ‘beant’, i.e. infinite. The creator is also infinite and the creation is also infinite. We don’t know more than this. So, will those Sanyasis, who do not know be called as ‘nastik’, i.e. atheists or ‘astik’, i.e. theists? Baba says, those who know me, my creation and about the beginning, middle and the end of the world drama cycle are called as astik, i.e. theists. And those who don’t know it are called as ‘nastik’, i.e. atheists. The whole world is ‘nastik’. In the outside world the animals also know their parents. What is the big deal in this? The animals and the insects also know about their parents. If the human beings also know only this much, then in spite of being a human being, what is the difference between humans and the animals? They have become worse than the animals. That’s why, they have names like those of dogs and cats, for e.g. pappi, kuttu, son of a pig, haramkhor (idiot), etc. So Father comes and purifies such people. Nobody names his child as “Son of a pig” or ‘haramkhor, i.e. idiot’. But when anyone gets angry then what does he say? 

What does he call his child? What does he say? He says, ‘Son of a pig’ or ‘haramkor’, i.e. idiot. So, Father comes and purifies such persons. What? This is because the child of an ‘Idiot’ will only be an ‘idiot’. If a father calls his child as ‘idiot’ and ‘son of a pig’, then what is the father himself? He is also a pig. But when he is angry he forgets everything. So, Father comes and purifies such people. The meaning of ‘bhrastachari’ has also been explained. It means that we cannot call deities to be ‘moothpaleeti’, i.e. those who indulge in sex. Deities can never become ‘mutpaliti’, i.e. indulge in sex. Father comes and converts the mutpaliti human beings into pure deities. It means that the human beings can become ‘mutpaliti’, but deities cannot become ‘mutpaliti’. Father also teaches you children purity and makes you pure. What? Father teaches you children purity and makes you pure. If the complete definition of Purity has not fitted in the intellect, then one cannot become pure.

That’s why wherever the issue of thinking & churning about purity arises, then one should decide carefully on each and every point whether it is right or wrong?

If one cannot decide himself then he should get it verified. They should get it verified by the elders; they should get it verified by the Father that they are showing this path, they are telling these things. So is it right or wrong? It is not true that they are taking us towards ‘vyabhichaar’? Are they talking of something, which creates vaishyaalay, i.e. a brothel instead of Shivalay, i.e a house of Shiva? So we must remember the place where we have to go. Maya will call repeatedly because this is a battle field. You become father’s child, but maya again makes you hers. And who is there along with Maya? Ravan is there along with Maya. It is a combination of Maya and Ravan. This is a drama of God and Maya. On one side is God and on the other side is Maya Ravan. They become Father’s child and then surprisingly they leave him. What has been said? They are many, who become Father’s children. It is not true that they become Father’s children just by undergoing bhatti. What? Faith was created through bhatti. They fill up the letter of faith, i.e. nischay patra that he is our father. They do not become children of Father just by giving ‘nischay patra’. When can they be said to have become the children of Father? It can be said so when he/she stays detached from body, mind, money, time, persons in contact, relatives etc. practically and becomes the child of Father. But it should not be the case that they just surrender themselves to Father, and then sit on Father’s shoulders all the time. Does that mean that they have become children of Father?  No.

In this again the fighting goes on with Maya. Even after someone surrenders himself to father, Maya tries to make them hers and the Ravan community will try to make them their own. This is a drama of Prabhu, i.e. God and Maya. The fighting goes on between Maya-like Ravan and God-like Ram. When the fighting goes on, then those who come under the influence of Maya, become father’s children and then they surprisingly leave him. Even after surrendering their life to Father, they leave him. 

Maya is very strong. This war through the power of intellect cannot be taught by anyone except father. One receives power only by being connected with the Almighty only. Somebody said that in spite of remembering Baba a lot, sometimes Maya sneaks into the mind at least) Maya comes in the reel of mind only if any such actions have been performed in the past 63 births by you. Now the reel is rotating, isn’t it? Shooting is taking place, rehearsal is taking place, isn’t it? As were the actions performed by us in the past 63 births, so will be the rehearsal. If we had performed wicked acts, then wicked thoughts will occur in our mind. If we had performed great actions, then great thoughts will arise in our mind. So by remembering the Almighty Father you will acquire power. You will not get power by following the directions of human gurus and by remembering them. If you remember the human being called Brahma, then how will those who remember Brahma leave their bodies? Will their heart become weak or powerful? They die due to heart failure. This is not just the matter of Brahma. Among all the followers, if there are any who are 100% followers of Brahma, then it is certain that how will they leave their body? They will leave their bodies due to heart failure. So, who is a bigger human guru than Brahma? Can there be any human guru bigger than Brahma? No.

So, what will be the result of those who are taking the support of other X, Y or Z Gurus? Will they get saved from heart failure? They cannot be saved. Heart will continue to become weak. So strength is obtained only by remembering the Sarva shaktivan Bap, i.e. the Almighty Father. You know that now we have to become pure and we have to return. Here we have taken this body to play our part. Why have we received this last costume? To play our part. To play which part? We have to play the part on Shrimat, i.e. direction of Father; we have to play the great role of Brahmatva. We have received this costume to play the role of a pure Brahmin. If we do not use it in that work and if we keep on becoming impure on the directions of Ravan, then is there any importance of having worn this bodily costume? There is no importance. Now we have completed 84 births. This is a small, great & kalyankaari, i.e. beneficial age. This is small yug, i.e. age. Why? This is a small Confluence Age of 100 years. Even the age of person is not 100 years. This is small total of 100 yrs how long do we play our part by recognising father? We play a very short role after recognising, accepting father and by becoming his children. So this is small, great & beneficial age. All of you are Gyan Ganga, i.e. Ganges of knowledge and Gyan Yamuna, i.e. river Yamuna of knowledge. who have emerged from father, the ocean of knowledge. So Father says, “Keep remembering me. Then your age will also increase.” What? What is the benefit that you will derive by remembering Father?

Our past karma (sins) will no doubt be burnt, but along with that your age will also increase. Your age will increase to very much. How much should be the age of yogis? 

Should it be less than the age of deities or more? It should be more. What? Shankar is said to be the greatest yogi. So what is famous about Shankar in the scriptures? 

What is famous about his age? He is ‘Amar’, i.e. imperishable. He does not die.

But it doesn’t mean that he will not leave the body. It is not true that since he plays the part of Shankar he doesn’t leave his body. He does leave his body, but no one has seen him with these eyes while he is leaving his body. He saw everyone (leaving the body), but no one saw him (leaving the body). That’s why he is called ‘Amar’, i.e. imperishable. So your age will also increase and you will become ‘Amar’ for 21 births in future. What has been said? You will not become Amar just in this birth. You will remain ‘Amar’ for the next 21 births. The meaning of becoming ‘Amar’, i.e. imperishable is that you will leave your body whenever you wish. What? The death will occur when you wish. You will not leave the body when you do not have the desire to leave it. There won’t be ‘Akal mrityu’, i.e. sudden untimely death. For e.g. people die untimely deaths in this world. Nobody knows anything. Just now they are travelling comfortably in a bus.  They get down from the bust; they are hit by a vehicle and the whole drama is over. For e.g. what happened to Erandol bhai from Jalgaon? Did anyone know that the brother, who had been in the path of advance knowledge since a long time, will meet this fate in one second? There was such a karmic debt that he left his body. So you will never meet a sudden death. When?

When you follow the Shrimat, you will automatically leave one body and take another body in time. What? What kind of a stage will you attain? Your stage will become such that that you will be able to enter into others and play the part also.

Such a power is not possessed even by the persons who prepare atomic bombs. What? Those who prepare atomic bombs do not have the power to explode them. 

They are afraid. But you will enter into them and inspire them. For e.g. what is said for Shankar? Destruction will take place with the inspiration of Shankar. Shankar will not cause destruction himself. What will he do? He will cause it through others. He gives inspiration. So Shankar is not alone. Along with Shankar, the Shaiva community has also been in existence in the path of worship. For e.g. the Vishnu Sampradaay, i.e. Vaishnav Community has been in existence. It is famous. Brahma Samaj is also famous. The children of Shiva are direct children, who cause the beneficial task of destruction through others. So you must remain in the remembrance of Baba while moving around. Our stage should be such that we remain in Baba’s remembrance even while moving around or while doing any work.

Then it will be said that your yaad, i.e. remembrance is complete.
